Student Dress Code / Appearance

In compliance with the Illinois School Code Section 10-22.25b, the Regional Safe School Program

implemented this dress code after extensive research regarding dress codes and surveys conducted at

parent/student/ teacher conferences. Students attending school appropriately attired without
distractions are better prepared for success at school. To promote a more effective learning
environment, maintain the orderly process, eliminate or reduce gang activity, foster school unity and
pride, foster self-esteem, improve student performance, and ensure that a student’s dress is neither
disruptive to the educational process nor a threat to the health, safety, welfare, and property of self or
others, the following standards are in effect and must be complied with by all students and enforced
at the discretion of the Program:

1.

Clothing in General: All clothing must be worn in the manner and for the designed purpose.
Clothes must be clean and neat. Students must be able to pass undetected through the metal
detector. Students are not allowed to use any part of their attire to show gang affiliation or
drug references (including but not limited to colors, logos, and/or designs). All clothing must
be free of lewd, vulgar, or inappropriate designs, images, and/or references.

Modesty: Skin must be covered from collar to knees, and all undergarments must not be
visible.

Shirt or Top: Solid color top with sleeves, no patterns, designs, or hooded tops. All shirts,
sweaters, and sweatshirts must conform to the modesty expectation above. Students may not
wear hooded tops during the school day.

Pants: Only full-length pants, no pajama pants, shorts, or skirts. Pants must be a solid color
and must fit around the natural waistline. Jeans are NOT allowed.

Shoes: Closed-toe shoes are preferred at all times. Sneakers or tennis shoes, including high-
tops, are preferred. Shoes with gang-related symbols or designs, heels, steel-toed footwear,
sandals, slides, or slippers are not allowed.

Hats, Scarves, & Gloves: May be worn outdoors only and must be placed inside your
coat/jacket in the designated area. These items may not represent any gang affiliation or
inappropriate content.

Coats & Jackets: Coats and jackets must be checked upon arrival at the building and stored
during the school day unless participating in an outside event.

Hair: Hair must be appropriately cut and groomed in a presentable fashion. Bobby pins,
barrettes, metal hair ornaments, scarves, do-rags, and bonnets may not be worn.

Nails: Short nails are preferred for safety and health reasons. Nails must be appropriately
groomed/cut to allow for functional use of classroom materials. Nails must not bring undue
attention to the individual or disrupt the educational environment.

Jewelry: Students may wear stud piercings only. Any body piercing that presents a safety issue
or sets off the metal detector will not be allowed. Dangling earrings, necklaces, chains, watches,
bracelets, and rings are not allowed.

Tattoos: Tattoos must not disrupt or threaten school safety. Students must cover any tattoos
that are obscene, sexual, derogatory, or contain gang-related or drug-related symbols or
words.

Makeup: Makeup is allowed to be worn in moderation. It must not bring undue attention to
the individual or disrupt the educational environment. Excessive/distracting makeup will be
considered a dress code violation. Makeup other than lip balm in a plastic applicator cannot be
brought to school.

Masks: Masks are optional. If worn, masks must be plain in color, disposable, or made of cloth
without exhalation valves. Students must wear the mask over their nose and mouth and
secure it under their chin. No other types of face coverings such as bandanas, scarves, or gaiter
sleeves.

Additional Supplies: Any required personal hygiene products may be carried to school in a
brown paper bag with the student’s name on the outside of the bag. Students cannot bring
over-the-counter medications, lotions, sprays, perfume, cologne, or hair products to school.

Prohibited Items: belts, pajama pants, sunglasses, headgear, watches, chains, pins, or jewelry
of any kind; heavy keychains, cell phones, electronic devices, backpacks, purses, wallets,

brushes or combs, and gum.

Money: Students are not allowed to carry any cash.

New students will receive a new RSSP top and pants as part of the enrollment process. Any
parent/guardian who objects to this dress code for religious reasons or has financial difficulty
complying may schedule an appointment with the principal to discuss any objections or difficulties
and possibly obtain assistance.

After the first week of attendance, any student violating the above dress standards will be subject to
disciplinary measures. Continued neglect of the dress code may warrant student dismissal.
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Cddigo de Vestimenta/Apariencia del Estudiante

En cumplimiento con la Seccion 10-22.25b del Cédigo Escolar de Illinois, el BASE Learning Program
implementé este cédigo de vestimenta después de una extensa investigacion sobre cédigos de
vestimenta y encuestas realizadas en conferencias de padres/estudiantes/maestros. Los estudiantes
que asisten a la escuela adecuadamente vestidos y sin distracciones estan mejor preparados para el
éxito en la escuela. Para promover un ambiente de aprendizaje mas efectivo, mantenga el proceso
ordenado, elimine o reduzca la actividad de las pandillas, fomente la unidad y el orgullo escolar,
fomente la autoestima, mejore el rendimiento del alumno y garantice que la vestimenta de un alumno
no interrumpa el proceso educativo ni sea una amenaza para la salud, la seguridad, el bienestar y la
propiedad propia o ajena, las siguientes normas estan vigentes y todos los estudiantes deben
cumplirlas y cumplirlas a discrecién del programa:

1. 1.Modestia: La piel debe estar cubierta desde el cuello hasta las rodillas y toda la ropa interior
no debe ser visible.

2. Camisa o Top: Top de color sélido con mangas, sin estampados ni disefios. Todas las camisas,
suéteres y sudaderas deben cumplir con la expectativa de modestia anterior. Los estudiantes
pueden usar blusas con capucha, pero las capuchas deben permanecer fuera durante el dia
escolar.

3. Pantalones: solo pantalones largos, no pantalones de pijama, pantalones cortos o faldas. Los
pantalones deben ser de un color sé6lido o jeans lisos y deben ajustarse alrededor de la cintura
natural.

4. Zapatos: zapatos cerrados en todo momento. Se prefieren zapatillas de deporte o tenis,
incluidas las de cafia alta. No se permiten zapatos con simbolos o disefios relacionados con
pandillas, tacones, calzado con punta de acero, sandalias, sandalias o pantuflas.

5. Sombreros, bufandas y guantes: solo se pueden usar al aire libre y deben colocarse dentro
de su abrigo/chaqueta en el drea designada. Estos articulos no pueden representar ninguna
afiliacién a pandillas o contenido inapropiado.

6. Abrigos y Chaquetas: Los abrigos y chaquetas deben ser revisados al llegar al edificio y
almacenados durante el dia escolar, a menos que participen en un evento al aire libre.

7. Cabello: El cabello debe estar apropiadamente cortado y arreglado de manera presentable. No
se pueden usar horquillas, broches, adornos metalicos para el cabello, bufandas, trapos y
gorros.




8. Uinas: Se prefieren las ufias cortas por razones de seguridad y salud. Las ufias deben
arreglarse/cortarse adecuadamente para permitir el uso funcional de los materiales del salon
de clases. Las ufias no deben atraer atencién indebida al individuo o no deben interrumpir el
ambiente educativo.

9. Joyas: Los estudiantes pueden usar piercings de boton solamente. No se permitiran
perforaciones en el cuerpo que presenten un problema de seguridad o activen el detector de
metales. No se permiten aretes, collares, cadenas, relojes, pulseras y anillos colgantes.

10. Tatuajes: Los tatuajes no deben representar una interrupciéon o un problema de seguridad en
la escuela. Los estudiantes deben cubrir cualquier tatuaje que sea obsceno, sexual, despectivo,
simbolos o palabras relacionados con pandillas o drogas.

11. Maquillaje: Se permite usar maquillaje con moderacion y no debe llamar la atencién
indebidamente al individuo o no debe interrumpir el ambiente educativo. El maquillaje
excesivo o que distraiga se considerara una violacién del c6digo de vestimenta. No se permite
traer a la escuela maquillaje que no sea balsamo labial en un aplicador de plastico.

12. Suministros adicionales: cualquier producto de higiene personal requerido se puede llevar a
la escuela en una bolsa de papel marrén con el nombre del estudiante en el exterior de la bolsa.
Los estudiantes no pueden traer a la escuela medicamentos de venta libre, lociones, aerosoles,
perfumes o colonias, o productos para el cabello.

13. Articulos no permitidos: Cinturones; pantalones de pijama; Gafas de sol; sombrereria;
relojes, cadenas, prendedores o joyas de cualquier tipo; llaveros pesados; teléfonos celulares,
dispositivos electrénicos, mochilas, monederos, billeteras, cepillos o peines y chicles.

14. Dinero: Los estudiantes no pueden llevar dinero en efectivo.

Cualquier padre/tutor que se oponga a este codigo de vestimenta por motivos religiosos o tenga
dificultades financieras para cumplirlo, puede programar una cita con el director para discutir
cualquier objecidn o dificultad y posiblemente obtener ayuda.

Cualquier estudiante que viole los estandares de vestimenta anteriores estara sujeto a medidas
disciplinarias. El descuido continuo del c6digo de vestimenta puede justificar el despido del
estudiante.
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
